Before travelling, check if the validity date of your passport is at least six (6) months from the date of your
departure to avoid problems at the airport.

Avail of the new ePassport

Everyone may now avail of the ePassport (initially available in Manila), a highly secure enhanced Machine
Readable Passport. The ePassport system reduces identity theft by storing the biometrics and signature of the
passport holder and by recording his thumb marks.

Green Passport is Valid until Date of Expiry

If you are a holder of the manual or green passport, you can still use your passport for travel abroad. All manual
or green passports Issued before 01 April 2010 will remain valid until the stated date of expiry and are
acceptable for use abroad.
